“Day Hab” FACTS


You may attend more than one day hab program.  For instance, you could attend your county dd day hab program 3 days a week and another day hab program 2 days a week.


Day hab can take place during the day, in the evening, and on the weekend.


The maximum number of days you may attend all day hab programs in one year is 240 days.


Day hab does not have to take place in the county in which you reside.


Your County Board SSA will assist you in signing up with the day hab programs of your choice.
